A Ongoing support at the House of Light, home of 40 medically fragile orphans, and 150 hearing impaired children at
the CAES School for the Deaf in the Dominican Republic.

Allison is a six year old little girl who was in need of
replacement hearing aids. Her previous hearing
aids were five years old and one was broken and in
dire need of repair.

Allison communicates using oral English, and her
hearing aids have given her good access to speech.
However, now that Allison is only able to utilize one
working hearing aid, speech is harder to

understand when there is additional background
noise. Additionally , newer hearing aids will

provide upgraded speech processing capabilities
that Allison will benefit from.

Allison is scheduled to enroll in a regular education
kindergarten class with deaf education support this
year. Through the generosity of our donors, Be An
Angel has been able to provide Allison with the
recommended hearing aids. With proper
amplification and additional education in -class
support, Allison will continue to progress and
potentially meet grade level expectations.
